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Objective

To create a map of the human body illustrating:
1. The individual parts of each organ system. 

2. How systems interact with each other. 

3. The contribution of each system to the human body. 

Directions

1. Trace an outline of your body (use a partner) on the paper provided. Position yourself like the dude to the left of the directions.  MAKE THE FACE FACING RIGHT!
2. In/on the body you will include all of the components described in the data table.

3. ALL PICTURES MUST BE HAND DRAWN.

4. All systems listed below must be on your poster. (The structures are the minimum that should be included)  Include the function of each of the systems, how it interacts with each system in the body (if it does) and its overall contributions to the human body, at least one consequence of a malfunction in that system. You must be as specific as possible.  Note: Some systems have more than one function.  For each system you must include labels for all structures. 

5. Plan your poster carefully, pay attention to detail and look at the rubric to help you better understand what is expected of you. Be thoughtful and creative when planning how you will fit all of the required information onto the poster. Your poster must be neat and easy to read.
6. Additional required parts: Blood, Cellular organization, and at least two of your five senses. (Detail how they work.) One other part of the human anatomy not listed. (please get approval before adding)
	Body System
	Structures

	Circulatory 
	Heart and its 4 chambers, major arteries and veins and blood. 

	Respiratory
	Nose, trachea, lungs, alveoli (detail showing gas exchange), and diaphragm

	Digestive
	Mouth, esophagus, stomach, small and large intestine, and the liver

	Nervous
	Brain (with its lobes labeled and defined), spinal cord (only needs to go through the neck), sensory and motor neuron (to some part of the body), detail the parts of a neuron (close up view)

	Muscular
	Biceps, triceps,abdominals, and quadriceps

	Skeletal
	Include at least one major bone for each region of the body. Regions include the following: arms, legs, torso, and head. (structure of a bone)

	Immune (Extra Credit)
	Pick a section of the body and show the inflammatory response.  Explain it. (can be off to the side)

	Integumentary
	Pick a section of the poster and show the layers of the skin, a sweat gland, and, sebaceous(oil) gland (can be off to the side of the body)
